First self-reading:

Introduction

· I start my essay with an engaging hook that keeps my reader reading.
· I establish what my topic is by giving background information (definition, history of problem, who is impacted, etc.) so someone who knows nothing about my topic is informed
· My introduction paragraph ends with a thesis statement stating my topic, the solution and my specific call to action.
· My introduction paragraph is 6 or more sentences long.
Body
Paragraph 1:

· I start with a topic sentence (that is specific, opinionated, and supported) stating why my reader should care OR an effect of my topic.
· I explain my topic sentence in further detail.

· I have a lead-in for my research “According to…” that builds the credibility of my source (my reader has a good idea that it is a GOOD source).

· I provide a piece of evidence that proves my topic sentence.

· I reflect on the evidence.

· If I included more evidence, each evidence has a lead-in and reflection

· I clinch the paragraph by tying the paragraph to the thesis.
Paragraph 2:

· I start with a topic sentence (that is specific, opinionated, and supported) stating why my reader should care OR an effect of my topic.

· I explain my topic sentence in further detail.

· I have a lead-in for my research “According to…” that builds the credibility of my source (my reader has a good idea that it is a GOOD source).

· I provide a piece of evidence that proves my topic sentence.

· I reflect on the evidence.

· If I included more evidence, each evidence has a lead-in and reflection

· I clinch the paragraph by tying the paragraph to the thesis.

Paragraph 3:

· This paragraph is about what my audience can do (call to action).
· I explain my call to action in great detail

· I provide evidence so my reader knows this will work and will have a positive impact

· I reflect on my evidence.

· I have a clincher to tie this paragraph back to my thesis.

Conclusion

· I clearly summarize the thesis statement throughout the final paragraph.

· I clearly summarize the main points from my essay.
· I have a clear sense of closure (ending).

· My concluding paragraph is 5-7 sentences long.

Second Self-reading:

Word Choice

· I use words that **sparkle** and bring my writing to life.  Here are some of the words I used that I am proud of:

· I don’t over use any words because I have a variety of vocabulary running throughout my paper and used a thesaurus to give my paper more life!
· My reader feels personally connected to my topic because I have helped them connect to it and see how it impacts their life personally.  There’s emotion in my paper.
· My sentences do not all start with the same word.  Here are the first words of my sentences:
Sentence Fluency & Editing
· I read my paper aloud.  It makes sense.

· I checked my work for clear and complete sentences.
